Meeting Minutes

June 14, 2005

Meeting Location:  DHSMV, 2900 Apalachee Parkway – Rm. D423A, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0500

Meeting Time:  1pm – 5pm

I. Introductions and welcome.

II. Discussion of FADC Bylaw development:

Dr. Doug Beach made a motion to move the bylaws draft document to the FADC Executive Committee for development and then report back to the full committee for vote.  Committee voted approval of the motion with addition of DHSMV Executive Staff and Legal Staff review and approval of bylaws prior to full committee vote.

Dr. Neil Charness recommended a clause in the bylaws to allow for email and telephone votes on issues.

General discussion of Executive Committee term limits.  Proposal in bylaws of four years should be changed to two years.

Take another look at voting quorum and Executive Committee election procedures. Original appointment of FADC members was by DHSMV with recommendations from issue stakeholder organizations/agencies for representation.  Executive Committee election was by FADC appointed members of persons best suited for the roles.  Consider possible back up position to assist with meeting minutes.
III. Moment of Silence to honor Lyn Bodiford, FADC Vice Chairperson (deceased).

IV. Discussion of Vice Chairperson Position Vacancy:


Full committee in agreement that the Vice Chairperson be an interim position until the bylaws are set.

Fran Carlin-Rogers proposed that a recommendation be sent out to the full membership for the Vice Chairperson position election.


The Chairperson invited Vice Chairperson nominations from the floor.

Nominations:  Skip Koch, Lori Parham, Kevin Bakewell, Susan Samson and Fran Carlin-Rogers.


DHSMV (Selma Sauls) to email all members notification of the Vice Chairperson nominations with return request for nomination voting.

V. Discussion of FADC Study Recommendations:
Partners reported on programs and happenings with applicable FADC Study Recommendations noted.
· United We Ride program: national initiative for coordinated alternative transportation.  Fran Carlin-Rogers and Lisa Bacot attended a meeting of this group in Washington, D.C. reported that Florida is positioned to be a leader/model state.  Lisa Bacot advises that FDOT/Comm.TD has received a $40,000 grant from this program to do a service survey of senior riders.

· ASA DriveWell funded by NHTSA.  Initiative to education local communities and bring community resources together.  Susan Samson and Fran Carlin-Rogers have been chosen to serve as Expert Speakers for the National Speaker’s Bureau.  So far train-the-trainer programs conducted by these two Florida speakers in: Tallahassee (Ambassadors for Aging Day); Orlando; St. Petersburg; ADI Mtg. Statewide (Orlando); Athens, GA; and Florida Atlantic University.  More to be scheduled.

· DOEA ADI Advisory Committee to have a full day committed to a DriveWell session and developing a policy statement on driving and dementia. The FADC Study is a source document for this initiative.  Several FADC members will serve on the expert roundtable panels: Dr. Ken Brummel-Smith, Dr. Ira Goodman, Tom Reimers, Selma Sauls, Dr. Wendy Stav and Dr. Denise Sparks. With guest Keynote speaker: Dr. Nina Silverstein, Wash. D.C. NHTSA Medical Intern.

· ASA CarFit sponsored by ASA, AAAuto, AOTA and AARP.  Piloted in 10 cities nationally.  Florida held 2 pilots with Fran Carlin-Rogers, Susan Samson and Yoli Buss trained to conduct these events.  Selma Sauls represented DHSMV at the training event as a partnering organization.  Seniors in their own vehicles arrive at a CarFit site and receive one-on-one screening and instruction on driver safety issues which include proper seating position for airbag safety and sight, seatbelt usage and mirror safety placement with an Occupational Therapist/CDRS on site to address any “red-flag” issues and for driver safety tips on adaptive equipment to enhance driver capabilities.  Susan Samson and Yoli Buss recently conducted a CarFit and Vehicle Fit event in the Sarasota area. Discussion:  Yoli Buss reported that AAASouth has had success in the Hispanic community with seatbelt usage and car seat usage by having a priest bless the seatbelt and/or car seat.
· Transportation Research Board (national), Safe Mobility for Older Persons Committee.  Susan Samson is a member of the committee that is specially designated to participate in the White House Council on Aging.

· Prevent Blindness Florida is conducting a Vision Summit, October 26, 2005 in Tampa on aging eye disease issues.  Stakeholders are invited to attend.  Funded by a grant from Center for Disease Control and Prevent Blindness America.  Florida Secretary of Health will be the Keynote Speaker.  Discussion:  DHSMV GrandDriver program wants to partner in this initiative.
· FDOT Commission on Transportation Disadvantaged recently co-sponsored Transplex, which was a training event for transportation planners/professionals.  Selma Sauls-DHSMV GrandDriver Program, Gail Holley-FDOT Elder Road User Program and Ken McCloud-DOEA Communities for a Lifetime conducted an older driver safety program showcasing Florida initiatives.  Lisa Bacot reported that Florida has public transportation in every county and is the only organization of its kind nationally.  CUTR will be conducting a statewide survey of riders.  40% of TD trips are seniors. Trip denials of 700,000 due to lack of funding.  Some TD organizations have rider training and buddy system programs. Ms. Bacot will provide a list of these programs to Selma Sauls to distribute to FADC partners.  General discussion: Navigating the system is extremely difficult for seniors when applying and making appointments.  Mobility counseling can address this issue.  A national survey of seniors shows that 97% use private vehicles and only 1% will use public transit.
· DOEA Communities for a Lifetime.  70 municipalities are participating at this time.  DOEA wants to be proactive in senior transportation issues and will be putting more resources into this initiative.

· DOEA Statewide TRIAD has been busy creating safety advisories for seniors stemming from hurricane cleanup.  A home repair tip sheet was created and disseminated.  Will be working on driver safety issues for seniors in crisis.  DHSMV/FSSRC’s funded through a FDOT Govr. Safety Grant will be identifying crisis intervention resources for each Florida county for law enforcement officers to use to assist seniors in crisis (to be completed by Sept. 30, 2005).  Discussion: Florida Senior Center Associations, FAAST, CC for Elderly Coalition and Area Agencies on Aging would like to be notified when local law enforcement is trained and also trained in the local resource identification – DHSMV will coordinate for notifications.
· Tallahassee Senior Center will be sponsoring a Driver Safety Workshop in October, 2005 partnering with ASA CarFit-Susan Samson, Ken Brummel-Smith and DHSMV GrandDriver-Selma Sauls.

· FDOT Elder Road User program.  Gail Holley gave update on strategic plan focusing on partnerships, communication and roadway improvements to convince local government to make the needed changes to roadways.  This program will assist in funding local communities to implement changes to roadways.  Program will utilize ‘before’ and ‘after’ concepts to gather and evaluate statistical crash data.  Discussion:  Suggestion was made to partner with Univ. of Florida T-square project (FDOT Safety Office Grant funded) as we have done in the past to offer training to local planners.
· FDOT Governor’s Safety Office programs.  Concentrating on stats to measure how we are improving.  Main focus: seatbelt usage, aggressive driving, motorcycle safety (DHSMV grant), younger driver safety, older driver safety, bicycle/pedestrian safety.  Primary goals in safety:  keep people in one travel lane; stopping red light running; enhancing intersection safety, stopping aggressive driving.  Legal Ride Smart campaign through DHSMV grant.  Outreach to Hispanic communities through DHSMV grant (Modesto Burgos) for teenagers, elders and others on safety issues.  Discussion:  Susan Samson will forward to the group an article on a recent study of seniors and motorcycles that appeared in the St. Petersburg Times.  Group noted that FADC members need to become more involved in FDOT Community Traffic Safety Teams in their local areas.  The FADC/Older Driver is a subcommittee of the statewide SMS/CTST initiative and needs to keep local partners updated on older driver safety issues.  Trenda McPherson is the CTST statewide coordinator and the next statewide meeting is July 11, 2005 in Titusville from 10am-2pm.
· Judicial training initiative on older driver issues.  Susan Samson is a faculty member for the National Judicial College, Reno, NV for two courses:  Traffic Issues in the 21st Century: Older Drivers-Newer Problems; and Sentencing Issues.  Susan is working with judges in her area and they are researching legal issues concerning older drivers. Such as, legal liability for courts when help is not sought for older drivers continuing to drive illegally.  Discussion:  DHSMV/FSSRC (FDOT Grant funded) project for train-the-trainer education initiative for judicial system professionals in aging sensitivity training and older driver issue awareness, identifying resources for judicial use for seniors in crisis.  Promoting creative sentencing using community services designed specifically to fit the senior and their capabilities and to assist with the transition of driving to non-driving status.  Selma Sauls-DHSMV has partnered with the national AOTA working with the National Judicial College in design of referral, resource and assessment materials training for judges to use with older drivers.
· AAMVA/DHSMV GrandDriver program funded through FDOT Safety Grant.  Positive social marketing initiative to seniors on healthy aging, driver safety and retirement from driving preplanning.  Handouts on the initiative were given.  Initiative partners with resources and links to websites and 1-800 numbers for seniors to use to access transportation information and services locators will be available to the public through the DHSMV GrandDriver website (future planning includes a 1-800 number through DHSMV for single source contact for all transportation, access to services and driver safety information).  Florida GrandDriver will have a mobile unit specifically designed for driver skill assessment, driver safety education and mobility counseling that will travel statewide partnering with local initiatives and using FSSRC staff and volunteers for testing.  DL/ID card functions will be available on the mobile unit depending on the sponsored event. New technologies for driver skill assessment are showcased in this endeavor and data will be gathered for program evaluation and model design.  This program is available to partner/sponsor at local events statewide.
· Florida Senior Safety Resource Centers (FSSRC) funded through FDOT Safety Grant.  Development a model system for driver skill assessment, mobility counseling and community education in a non-profit, non-DHSMV setting.  Local referral/remediation network for FSSRC, medical professionals, law enforcement, judicial system, families, friends caregivers, social service providers and transportation providers to utilize.  Expert speaker’s bureau available for community education use on the issues.  Has a virtual FSSRC through the Univ. of Florida partner with website prototype currently being updated with statewide information on alternative transportation resources (this model is the only one of its kind nationally).  This website can be used by mobility counselors, DHSMV employees, social service providers, FSSRC’s, and available for public use to provide seniors with transportation information specific to their area for use in tailoring a transportation choice plan to meet their individual needs.  Discussion:  This project needs to partner with the DOEA Aging Resource Centers as the transportation component.  DHSMV to work with DOEA and Area Agencies on Aging to discuss this issue (possibly house the FSSRC website under the DOEA Aging Resource Centers for future funding and further development coordination).
VI. General Discussion:

· FADC future funding concerns.  Motion for the Chairperson to write a letter to DHSMV Executive Director in support of including FADC funding in the DHSMV legislative budget requests.  This document should outline what funding includes and amount needed for these endeavors (for example: videoconferencing, teleconferencing, bringing in experts to education on issues, deliverables, working groups, etc.).  Timeline:  Must be ready by July for inclusion in DHSMV Legislative Budget request for 2005/2006 session.
· FADC Project:  FSSRC statewide replication and funding plan.  Should have an FSSRC in each DOEA AAAging PSA. Just like Alzheimer’s was the issue in 1985 and DOEA ADI and statewide MDC’s were created to address the problem—now the issue is “driving”.  Timeline:  By mid-July a white paper (1-5 pages) to be drafted on the issue.  Doug Beach, Senior Resource Alliance will look into funding the white paper and proposed Fran Carlin-Rogers to draft the document.  Discussion:  Possibly include stats/information on cities or counties sued stemming from crashes.  Problem cost analysis—cost of prevention is less than cost of recovery.  FSSRC cost analysis for funding centers statewide to meet population needs.  Representative Slosberg offered his support if we have a plan.
VII. Outcomes:
· Email notification of nominees and voting for interim Vice Chairperson position.  DHSMV Selma Sauls to email and compile voting results.

· Develop draft of FADC bylaws by Executive Committee. Ken Brummel-Smith, Fran Carlin-Rogers and vice chairperson.

· Write letter to DHSMV Executive Director FOD in support of funding allocation for FADC and its endeavors through DHSMV Legislative Budget request. Ken Brummel-Smith.
· Draft white paper on FSSRC plan and funding issues. Doug Beach, Senior Resource Alliance/Fran Carlin-Rogers.

· FADC Conference call to be scheduled and advertised for July 20, 2005 from 3pm-4pm.  DHSMV Selma Sauls.

· FADC members to send comments to Selma in the next week on ranking of study recommendations.  DHSMV Selma Sauls pull together results.
