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FLORIDA AT RISK DRIVER COUNCIL BYLAWS

ARTICLE I – Name

The name of this organization shall be the Florida At Risk Driver Council as established by the 2003 Florida Legislature in Florida Statutes under the authority of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles.

ARTICLE II – Purpose

The purpose of the Council shall be to act solely in an advisory capacity to the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles on issues concerning at risk drivers.

ARTICLE III – Members

  Section 1.  Appointed by and serving at the discretion of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles.  Any member not attending 3 consecutive meetings may be subject to removal from the Council membership at the discretion of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles.  Any members request for removal from Council membership shall be granted at the discretion of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles.

ARTICLE IV – Ex Officio Members

  Section 1.  Appointed by and serving at the discretion of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles to serve in an ex officio capacity with no voting rights.

ARTICLE V – Officers

  Section 1.  The officers of the Council shall be a chairperson, vice- chairperson and a secretary.

  Section 2.  The officers shall perform the duties described in the parliamentary authority and these bylaws.

  Section 3.  The officers shall be elected by ballot at the annual meeting to serve a term of four years and until their successors are elected.  Their term of office shall begin upon adjournment of the annual meeting.

  Section 4.  No person shall hold office if he is not a member, and no member shall hold more than one office at a time.

ARTICLE VI – Meetings

  Section 1.  A regular meeting of the Council shall be held on the 3rd Tuesday every third month, unless the Council orders otherwise in advance.

  Section 2.  The regular meeting in January shall be known as the annual meeting and shall be for the purpose of electing officers, receiving annual reports and conducting any other business that may arise.

  Section 3.  A special meeting may be held upon the call of the president, the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles, or on the written request of any twenty members of the Council.  The purpose of the meeting shall be set forth in the notice.

  Section 4.  A meeting notice of each meeting shall be required to be published in the Florida Administrative Weekly in accordance with Florida Law and Florida Administrative Code.  

  Section 4.  One fourth of the membership shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE VII – Parliamentary Authority

  The rules contained in the Modern Edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the Council in all cases where they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special rules of order the Council and/or the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles may adopt.

ARTICLE VIII – Amendment

  These bylaws may be amended at any regular or special meeting of the Council by a two-thirds vote and in accordance with the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles, provided that previous notice of the amendment was given to all members at least eight days in advance.
